ALL ABOUT DIGITAL SCRAPBOOKING

With the increased use of digital photography, digital scrapbooking is rapidly increasing in interest… and it’s not unlike regular scrapbooking. It’s just another fun way to preserve your memories.  

But digital scrapbooking is done on your computer using the same photo editing software that you use for your digital pictures.  You still work with paper, embellishments, journaling and art… but now they’re all digital!  Just think… no mess, no running to the store to find the perfect paper to match your pictures... AND, you can use your supplies over and over again!  The pieces are created at a super high quality… so when you print, they’ll look 3D or textured, or sharp… whatever look you’re going for.  Digital scrapbooking is convenient and much more affordable!
HOW TO:
After you’ve downloaded your digital scrapbooking sets… just open your photo editing or graphics program (DJ Inker’s sells ‘CK Scrapbook Designer‘ for just $9.95 if you need a nice & easy user-friendly program)… and start a new project.  You can do a 12x12 page, 8x8 page… ANYTHING you want!  Once you have a blank page opened… select ‘insert/import/add’ and choose ‘graphic/clip art/image’ from ‘file.’  From here, you choose the paper you want as a base from the download saved on your computer.  Then add embellishments, matts, tags & clip art… exactly the same way.  And finally, add your digital pictures & journaling.  
HELPFUL HINTS:
· Use ‘thumbnail’ views to have little pictures of your files when choosing an image from your computer… some programs will allow you to select/open more than one image at a time with a click & hold of the control button 
· Use the corners on a selected image to resize anything once it has been added to your page

· Look for a box with a ‘T’ in it to add a text box… use fun matching fonts & colors!

· Look for an ‘arrange’ option to put one thing in front of or behind another (some programs it’s a ‘right click’ thing)
· Try using DJ clip art like you would a sticker or a paper cut-out!

· Control C= copy, Control V= paste (first select the image/text you want to copy… and hold the two buttons at the same time to perform the function) 
· PLAY around… there’s so many different options & gadgets… just try them and see what they do! 

· You can print your pages yourself, send your finished page to an office or photo store for printing… or keep on online or computer-based album.  Just make sure you SAVE and back-up your files.  (
